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Shanna (Zolman) 

Crossley:  

Legend on and 

Off the Court

 Likewise, this story 

has humble beginnings in 

small town of Syracuse, Indi-

ana. Shanna (Zolman) 

Crossley was born to Kem 

and Lynette Zolman and 

grew up on a steady diet of 

commitment to her faith, 

family and the game of bas-

ketball that propelled her to 

the heights she has 

achieved.  On her website, 

her bio states that her first 

job was cutting lawns, but it 

was cutting through oppos-

ing defenses where she made 

a name for herself. 

 Shanna made a name 

for herself as a scorer, but 

observers of her career 

would recall her as a true all 

around player and consum-

mate team mate at Wawasee 

High School. It is scoring, 

however that will always be 

associated with her high 

school career. It is likely that 

no one will ever break her 

career scoring record of 

3,085 points. That total is 

216 more than that of the 

player whose record she 

broke: Seegerôs Stephanie 

White, and the closest recent 

player, South 

Bend Washingtonôs Skyler 

Diggins, missed the mark by 

295 points. What may be 

even more impressive, 

Shanna completed the task 

without the deep tournaments 

runs that many of the other 

players in the top ten did. 

 Not only does she hold 

state records, but she still holds 

free throw shooting records at 

the national level. Those marks 

of 70 consecutive free throws, 

a 95.4% single season and 

93.5% career free throw shoot-

ing percentage will likely never 

be touched. It was this attention 

to detail and the fundamentals 

that make her one of the all-

time greats. 

 The outstanding per-

formances on the court led her 

to become one of the most 

heavily recruited players in the 

country and she landed 

to Tennessee playing for legen-

dary Coach Pat Summit. She 

carried her scoring prowess 

and especially her mastery of 

the charity stripe to her game 

at the collegiate level.  Her 

NCAA single season and ca-

reer free throw shooting re-

cords still stand as do a bevy 

of school scoring and shoot-

ing records. Crossley, in fact, 

is 9th all time in scoring for 

the Lady Vols, a feat that 

would be magnificent in any 

Division I program, but is 

especially impressive as a 

school with the history of 

Tennessee. 

 It seemed a foregone 

conclusion that Shanna 

would play professional bas-

ketball after college, and 

the San Antonio Silver Stars 

would make that a reality by 
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drafting her with the second 

pick in the second round of the 

2006 WNBA Draft. Crossley 

would play for the Silver Stars 

during the 2006, 2007 and 

2009 season, sitting out 2008 

with an injury. She averaged 

6.6, 9.2, and 5.0 points per 

game in those seasons primar-

ily as a bench player and con-

tinued to shoot well from the 

free throw line. She also par-

ticipated in the 2007 and 2009 

WNBA Playoffs with the Sil-

ver Stars. 

 In the 2010 off season, 

she was traded to 

the Tulsa Shock where she be-

came a part time starter, start-

ing 16 of the 30 games she 

competed in for the team. The 

2010 season also saw her 

score 9.7 points per game.  In 

the offseason, she like many 
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WNBA players headed 

to Europe and played 

for Tarsus in Turkey. She re-

turned to the states and has 

missed the 2011 WNBA sea-

son after tearing her ACL for 

the second time in her career. 

As she rehabbed, she spent 

the season working with the 

marketing and broadcast side 

of the business for the Shock 

and all reports are that she 

expects to return in 2012. 

 Regardless of whether 

she plays another minute of 

basketball the legacy of 

Crossley is forever cemented 

in the lore of Indiana girlôs 

basketball. She uses this 

platform as a role model 

to give back to the com-

munity through various 

community service or-

ganizations, her basket-

ball camps, through charity 

work and through the Fel-

lowship of Christian Ath-

letes. While her legacy on 

the court is what gave her the 

platform, it is her legacy off 

it that will make the greatest 

impact.
